Report of Chromosome Analysis in Amarantltus cruentus L. 

• Organization: MALI Agri-tech Pvt. Ltd., Ranaghat -741201, West Bengal 

• Requirements: Chromosomal Status of three provided samples of Amaranthus cruentus 

L. Samples I and II are control and san1ple Mali Lal Saag-321 (Sample III) was their 

developed product.

According to the literature review, Amaranthus cruentus L. has 2n=34 very small 

chromosomes. There are very few research publications available globally on this genus, and 

some: of them are from India. The Indian researchers have used the classical method for 

chrnmosome analysis. However, no one from our country has attempted chromosome analysis 

rn Anwranthus cruentus L. through EMA-based molecular cytogenetics method. 

In our studies, we have standardized chromosome preparation from root apical meristems. We 

100k a minimum of 20 randomly selected seeds of each sample for germination and collected 

healthy roots fo r chromosome processing. 

Methods applied: 

I) Classical orcein stain ing method and 

fl) Enzymatic Maceration :md Air drying (EMA) method, a modemcytogenetic approach 

Considering the very small size of the chromosomes and to obtain accurate 

chromosomal status , 1,,1.: ha\ e follo"vcd the EMA method and Giemsa staining in all three 

samples. The expcrimcnb ,\ 1:rc repeated many times.

To detennine chromosome numbers, we have analysed more than 50 well-scattered 

cytoplasm-free Giemsa-stained metaphase plates from different root tips in each sample. 

Carl Zeiss Axio Scope AI, fitted with CCD camera, Axiovision L. E4 software and 

Computer was used for chromosome analysis and photography: 

Observation and conclusion: 

• Amaranthus cruentus Control I: contains uniformly 2n=34 chromosomes (Plate l , 
enclosed) 

• Amaranthus cruentus Control II: contains unifonnly 2n=34 chromosomes (Plate 2, 
enclosed) 

• Amaranthus cruentus sample (III) Mali Lal Saag-321 also contains uniformly 2n=34 

chromosomes (Plate 3, & 4 enclosed). 

No variation is found regarding 2n chromosome numbers within the supplied 

germplasms including Mali Lal Saag-321 obtained from MALI Agri-tech Pvt. Ltd., 

Ranaghat -741201, West Bengal.
