Report of Seminar of English Department on 24th
 
August 2023 

The English Department invited Dr. Sudipta Sen on 24th
 
August 2023 as a part of the 

Occasional Distinguished Invited Lecture Series. Dr. Sen is currently in India as a Fullbright-

Nehru fellow affiliated with the Centre for Studies in Social Sciences, Calcutta, and is a 

professor of History and Middle East/South Asia Studies at the University of California, 

Davis in United States of America. Trained as a historian of late Mughal and early British 

Empire, his recent work focuses on the history of the environment. Dr. Sen has taught at 

Beloit college, University of California, Berkley, and Syracuse University, New York. He is a 

recipient of the Daniel Patrick Moynihan Award for his contribution to research and teaching 

at the Maxwell School of Citizenship and Public Affairs, Syracuse University, and the Sir 

William Jones Memorial Medal awarded by the Asiatic Society of India for his lifetime 

contribution to history and Asian Studies. His most recent books include Ganges: The Many 

Pasts of an Indian River and a co-edited volume Terra Aqua: The Amphibious Lifeworlds of 

Coastal and Maritime South Asia. He engaged in a lively talk, titled “A Historian in Muddy 

Waters: A Conversation with Sudipta Sen”, moderated by the Head of English Department 

Parimal Bhattacharya. It was suitably complemented by an interesting power-point
